Technically Speaking…

This column is a reprint from our August 2008 newsletter and is intended to be a question and answer forum for Chapter members who are seeking assistance with particular restoration issues concerning the Solid Axle Cars.  You are invited to submit questions via email kjhh41@hotmail.com  Please put “SACC Tech question” in your subject line. I will attempt to address the questions promptly and if I do not have an answer I will try to seek the help of others. Issues thought to be of the greatest interest will be selected for publication here. I have a greater amount of information on the 53-57 cars than I do on the 58-62 years. 

A 1955 owner asks:  my 55 had been sitting for a very long time when I began the restoration. As I began taking things apart for a body off I noticed the smell of old gas. I found that when I had loosened the tank straps that I had also loosened the rust under them and the tank began to leak. I found a nice tank from a ’60 but discovered that it will not fit. What are my options?
           The first option would be to find a 53-55 tank, #3706137, which is an 18 gallon gas tank identical to your original. The 1960 factory tank is a 16 gallon unit and very similar to the 56-62 reproduction tank currently available but will not fit 53-55’s. I have heard that there was a service tank, #3796030, that would work in all 53-62’s but it was discontinued in the early 1970’s and the chances of finding one are slim. The design of the 16 gallon tank was necessary to accommodate the power top mechanism .

The second option would be to repair your original tank. There are sealer kit available that may work on the home work bench but with limited success. I would advise leaving the repair to the professionals. You may find a radiator repair shop that can handle the job but the best answer that I am aware of is the “Gas Tank ReNu” process” which is advertised nationally. There are several shops located through Michigan. They have a web site, www.gastankrenu.com, which explains the process. After physical repair of the holes they apply an inner sealer and then a different sealer to the outer surface. This can create an issue with the ground path of the tank unit which will cause the dash gauge to read full all the time. Be sure to establish a good ground path. 

A word to the wise would be to make sure that you use a “Water Remover” in your fuel when storing you car for any length of time, like over the winter or longer. Also, the use of  a “Sta-Bil” product is useful if you prefer to store your car with near a full tank.
